El Internado: Students at a boarding school find that the school is full of mysteries and secrets. (present day)—Spain
El Tiempo entre Costuras: Sira Quiroga is a young Spanish dressmaker engaged to a solid suitor when a suave typewriter salesman upends her life. Spain is being upended by a civil war and the new regime's growing alliances with Nazi Germany.
